Individuals meeting the following criteria are also eligible to apply:

Possess relevant skills for designing and developing the website and can readily demonstrate these skills.
Has at least three years of experience of working in the field of youth development.

Must be able to share relevant work assignments undertaken in the past.

Possess relevant infrastructure to undertake the work on his/her own.
